St Bernadette’s turned a dazzling shade of blue on Tuesday to help us celebrate Universal Children’s Day. On the 20th November in 1989 the United Nations adopted the UNCRC (United Nations Charter for the Right of the Child.) This was an important and significant move for all of the children all over the world.  There are 42 rights which every child in the world should have to lead happy, healthy and safe lives. These include;
Article 31: Every child has the right to rest and play.
Article 33: Every child has the right to be protected from harmful drugs.
Article 23: Every child has the right to go to school. 
Our Super Ambassadors are a team of children who are working hard to promote and fulfil the UNCRC for children at St Bernadette’s, in our community and all over the world. They worked tirelessly to plan, organise and lead a fantastic celebration and promotion of the UNCRC on Tuesday. The celebration started with a poignant and thought provoking assembly led by our Super Ambassadors. They highlighted that not all children in the world are able to have such rights and that if we all made a little change, if we talk about our rights and help others then we can help support the UNCRC around the world. 
Here is a snapshot of the celebration written by Riccardo, one of our Super Ambassadors;
The day was a great success. Everyone wore blue and our school hall looked amazing. In the assembly we challenged all children to create a self portrait and to use only shades of blue. All these pictures are now in our hall of fame. Some of the younger children baked delicious blue cupcakes and blueberry muffins. The school smelt delicious. 
Year 5 discussed the 42 rights and how important they were to them and why they may be important to other children around the world. They used diamond ranking to order them by how important they were. This was a good way to get all of the class talking about their rights. 
In the evening me and Isabeau were invited to City Hall to hear about the launch of Cardiff’s Child Friendly City. I enjoyed listening to Huw Thomas’s speech. He told us about how he is one of the youngest Councillors in Wales and how he never stopped believing in his own voice. Huw spoke about how in school he was told he was too young to have a voice but how he believed in himself no matter what anyone said. Today he is one of Wales’ youngest Councillors and I found him really inspiring. He also spoke about changing the voting age so that young people can have a say in decisions from the age of 16. I think this is a really good idea because we have the right to say what happens in our world. 
At the event another school received their Gold Rights Respecting Schools award and it made me more determined to achieve Gold too. We have a lot of work today but I know that we can do it if we help each other. We are on our way to achieving our Silver award and we just need to keep working hard to get it.
