	Mrs Williams asked all School Council members to discuss what makes a good lesson. How is a lesson engaging and what helps you to learn. Council members discussed with a partner and then shared responses with Mrs Williams and the rest of the group.
· All agreed that a lesson has to be fun. A good sense of humour from the teacher and a positive relationship does help the lesson to be fun.
· Most agreed that being given the choice to work independently or with a partner is important. Year 6 members felt very strongly that being given the choice to work alone rather than with a partner was very important. 
· All agreed that practical tasks and challenges were really fun and engaging and made them more interested in their learning. Especially those that used a range of resources.
· Most agreed that having a choice of resources such as word banks, dictionaries etc. helped them with their learning and made them more confident with their writing. 
· All agreed that using ICT equipment was challenging sometimes but very enjoyable. They enjoy using ICT equipment to complete tasks and challenges.
· Most agreed that having the opportunity to share their ideas about learning or a discussion point was important. They enjoy having the opportunity to share with friends and with the whole class.
· All agreed that having good resources such as pens and pencils that work was important as they can sometimes waste time finding a felt or colour crayon that worked. 
· Having the opportunity to work in different parts of the school made learning more enjoyable (Nathalie commented on carrying out a maths activity in the corridor and Ruby commented on using the hall for an oracy task)
