Agenda: Meeting with Matthew Powell from the Parks Department at Cardiff City Council.

Jay and Lola had stressed their concerns about the safety of children crossing the road and passing through the wooded area adjacent to the school gates. These concerns were raised to Cllr Joe Carter who contacted Matthew Powell from CCC. Matthew agreed to come in and for us to share our concerns and ideas.
Jay and Lola took Matthew to the area of concern and highlighted the actions residents had taken to prevent parents stopping and dropping children off close to the wooded area. These included planting willow trees, placing sharp brambles and netting across the path ways etc. Matthew agreed our points and concerns were valid but informed us that this particular area was not owned by CCC and therefore the Highways Department would need to be contacted. He assured us he would contact this department and put them in contact with us ASAP.
Jay asked whether he could support us in gaining another access path and gate on the top of our playing fields to reduce the amount of traffic each morning. He informed us that this was indeed owned by CCC and that he could make such a proposal. He would inform us of next steps in due course. 
Actions to be taken from this meeting:
· Contact Highways Department and stress our concerns and request a fence is placed alongside the wooded area. UPDATE: Email address given by Matthew Powell on 15.1.20. Jay and Lola to put an email together with DM requesting a future meeting.
· Put a proposal together to send to Matthew Powell in regards to creating an access path and gate at the top of the playing field for a second entrance. 
· Discuss with SW proposal for funding gravel path on playing field. 
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
