	Are school rules clearly on display in every classroom?
	Only a few classes have the full set of rules on display. It is evident that some have fallen or been misplaced. 
Year 2 and Year 5 have the full set of rules clearly displayed. 
All council members agreed that the rules should stay as they are as they are simple, to the point and cover a range of expectations. Good use of the word RESPECT to under pin the UNCRC. 

Council members agreed that school rules should also be displayed in the foyer to share with visitors and new pupils joining the school. 


	Is there an altar clearly on display in each class? Is the correct altar cloth in place?
	Correct altar cloth on each altar, including the hall. Each altar was different and clear.
Reception altar had a bowl of water which was interactive for the children. 
Nursery altar was full of children’s work which was good.
Year 5 altar was colourful and could be noticed as soon as you walked into the home room.
Year 6 display above altar was colourful and all children contributed to it.

	Jigsaw bags are hung up in every classroom. Jigsaw charter is on display next to the bag. 
All agreed that the charter was not very clear when you walked into the room.

	Displays were colourful and most were full of children’s work. Each classroom has a learning journey wall which is obvious as you enter the room. Council member’s prefer the displays that are interactive (Year 5 –Harry Potter) Not all Council members understood what the four purposes were that were on display in the hall. 

CFL Mindmap- All Council members noticed the CFL mind maps on display in each room but when discussing what they were they could not identify. 

	Are any UNCRC articles on display in the classroom? Are there any other places the rights could be displayed?
	There are some articles on display around the school. The girls were able to identify that there were articles displayed in the toilets highlighting the right to privacy. All Council members agreed that there could be more opportunities for displaying articles including above each class altar highlighting a child’s right to follow their own religion and beliefs. 
There were clear article cards displayed in the hall but all agreed there could be more.
