


[bookmark: _GoBack]Hi my name is Jay and I would like to introduce myself as your active travel ambassador. Both me and Lola will be working together to make our school a more active play to be. Our journey started a few months back when we had the results from a travel survey. We were shocked to read how many cars were parked outside our school on one day! 157! We were told that this was one of the highest in Pentwyn and  Pontprennau.  Our teachers work hard to keep us safe! We all have the right to be safe in school and at home, so why are we being put in danger outside of school? We got in touch with a lady called Rhiannon from Active Travel and she has been helping us create an action plan to stop all of these cars being parked outside our school! 
On Thursday we met with Cllr Joe Carter and we spoke about some of the things that worry us and what we want to see change. We shared the following issues with him;
· The lights are broken in the lane and the branches are covering the lights that work. This stops people feeling safe walking to school.
· We also told him about our idea about Panasonic. They have a humongous car park and we thought that we could share their car park in the morning. Also if we could raise enough money or have some help from the Council we could put in a new gate at the top of the field so children can enter school that way. This would stop all the cars outside the school, making it safer for all the children.
· We have new bike sheds coming to our school after we told Rhiannon about our bike shed at the moment not being covered and having to walk up a ramp to get to it. But children don’t feel safe cycling to school because of cars speeding on the main road. We need signs to say there is a school close by and a reduced speed limit. 
· Safety of children when parents are parked on the pavement. We are working with the police to get cardboard cut outs of children to put on the pavement to make adults think about where they are parking. 
Cllr Joe was very good at listening to our issues and we think the meeting went really well. He has promised to speak to the Council about the street lights, the signs and the reduced speed limit. As your Active Travel Ambassadors we will keep you posted on what happens next. 
We are going to have a coffee morning in January to see how families feel about parking and coming to school. We think it is important that we all work together to make our school a safe and active place to be.
